Merchandise Vendor Information

Vendor space will generally be allocated in 10’ X 10’ space increments.  All prices for vendor space are based on the increment.  Each space is guaranteed one 10’ sales front.  Sides and back of each space will generally be shared with the adjacent vendor.  Vendors requesting larger spaces will be guaranteed one 10’ sales front for each 10’ X 10’ space multiple purchased.  Certain spaces (end of line spaces and a vary limited number of stand alone spaces) may have additional sales fronts.  These spaces will be allocated on a first come/paid system, where available.  We cannot guarantee a specific location in the building.  The Faire Committee reserves the right to limit vendor space (over the 10’ X 10’ basic space size) depending on available space and needs of the Faire.  We will do our best to accommodate those wishing larger spaces, but no guarantee is promised that those wishing larger (20’ X 20’ or larger) will be able to have all the space requested.  If a larger space is requested and paid for and the space is not available, a refund of a portion of the vendor’s payment will be made.

Vendors Requiring Electricity

One (1) (110) 15 amp 120V AC circuit/outlet will be available for each vendor (if electrical fee is paid with registration/space fee).  The outlets are inside the building and will require a 100’ heavy-duty (UIL approved) extension cord to be provided by the vendor. 

Merchandise Information

Please provide the following information (on the vendor application) pertaining to your merchandise.  Please be aware that generic descriptions such as “jewelry”, “clothing”, “souvenirs”, “Celtic Items”, etc are not particularly useful to the committee in evaluating duplications or overlap of merchandise.  There may well be significant differences in such generic categories that would mean two vendors’ inventory are different enough to not be an overlap or duplication.  We are striving to make each vendor’s visit a profitable one.  To this end, we are striving to not have too much duplication in merchandise offered for sale.  This will insure each vendor has the opportunity to sell their unique items and the public a variety of for sale items.

The following information will assist the Faire Committee in determining the value to this Faire.  Your cooperation is appreciated.

1) Please describe your merchandise and include a “theme” for your booth (e.g. Welsh merchandise, custom made kilts, handmade jewelry, custom photography, etc).

2) Is 75% or more of your inventory a single category (e.g. swords/knives, haggis, a particular style/brand of jewelry, etc)?

3) Please indicate the percentage of your inventory that is unique to your booth, handmade by your or persons in your employ or otherwise not available from other vendors.

4) Please indicate what percentage of your inventory that is commercially available from other vendors (obtained by you’re from non-exclusive suppliers or wholesalers).

5) Please indicate any other information you believe would be of use to the committee in evaluating your application (optional).

THERE WILL BE LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS ON DUTY TO BE SURE THAT THE LAWS ARE AHEARED TO.  YOU CAN BE SUBJECT TO ARREST IF THE LAWENFORCE OFFICER DEAMS IT NECESSARY.  YOU ARE ALSO SUBJECT TO BEING CHECKED FOR LEGAL ID BY THESE OFFICERS.

THE ARENA FOOD VENDOR HOLDS THE ALCOHOL LICENSE TO SELL THESE TYPES BEVERAGES.
